Each year the College awards 
approximately 10 million dollars of scholarship 
money to deserving students.  Winkler was 
chosen to appear because he is a tireless 
advocate for children, especially those with 
learning disabilities.  He is the co-author of the 
"Hank Zipzer" children's series of books, which 
is based on his life as an imaginative child with 
dyslexia and other difficulties.
